The quali�cations have been designed to support faith leaders, workers and volunteers to 
recognise and develop their ability as well as realise their potential to respond to the needs of 
their communities.

They also support the establishment of strong interfaith communities that use their resources to 
promote social justice and to help improve the quality of community life.

Learners are assessed through internally set assessments. These are then internally marked and 
veri�ed by the Centre and externally veri�ed by NOCN.

All NOCN quali�cations are credit-based and consist of individual units of assessment, each with 
an assigned level and credit value. Quali�cations are awarded to learners who achieve the 
approved combination of units.

Titles of the units included in these quali�cations are available overleaf.

The minimum age for access to these quali�cations is 18.
